Climb many of Dartmoor’s largest hills and experience some of the delightful Dartmoor scenery: grazing ponies; craggy tors; charming villages; wooded valleys; bubbling rivers; the open expanse of the high moor, but combined with great camaraderie, hospitality and plentiful food.  

This is a ride to challenge and to delight, but because of the distance and terrain it is necessary for entrants to attain an appropriate level of fitness. The weather can be temperamental in the Autumn season, you must satisfy yourself that you are able to cope with the exposed moorland conditions which have been known to be extreme on the day of the event.
Starting from Bovey Tracey, The Gateway to Dartmoor, the route follows the National Park boundary in a clockwise direction to Bickington before rising up a series of climbs on to the moor beside the disused firing edifice at Rippon Tor and then the welcome site of the first checkpoint at Cold East Cross. 

A lot of fine descending leads to the first visit to Widecombe then into the tranquil Natsworthy Valley which rises to the house where Sir Arthur Conan Doyle created The Hound of the Baskervilles.

A roller coaster section follows in narrow lanes crossing both the Bovey and Wray rivers to the infamous Pepperdon Hill!  It is steep, narrow, twisty, and usually strewn in leaves. The ‘unsuitable for motors’ sign at the bottom is only there because it is so hard for cars to maintain traction around the sharp bends! The climb summits on the Hennock Ridge and then passes the granite outcrops of Blackingstone and Heltor, where the next checkpoint can be found.   

A plummeting descent takes you well towards sea level and the Teign Valley. This magnificent river is followed, on an undulating course all the way to Drewsteignton.  Here the route turns towards the northerly fringe of Dartmoor to Whiddon Down, traditionally the location of the soup control, but will need to be reloacted in 2009 due to the closure of the Post Inn.

The ride plunges in to the lanes in and around the tributaries serving the upper reaches of the Teign.  After a succession of climbs the high moorland road is reached near the remote Warren Inn.  Then across the once forested but now beautifully barren moorscape to Princetown and the café control.  Retreating from the fearsome prison walls the return route includes the famous Dartmeet Hill and the infamous Widecombe Hill.  The latter gradient broke Uncle Tom Cobley’s grey mare, will it break you?
The open route to the finish either meanders around many majestic tors, including the most famous, Haytor, before the moor edge road and descent to the finish at Manaton, or the easier, but less dramatic route around Hound Tor to Manaton. Food will be available.

Please note: 

Full mudguards are mandatory and you must carry lights (wet roads – café controls, fog, dark).
Bovey Tracey is 5 miles of predominantly down hill from the finish.  

Every rider must fill in a current entry form (even if you are planning to ride on a tandem).
Please state any preferred start time (and please stick with the time that you are given).
Enter early; there are only 100 places available on each of the two start times.
